Rod explained what PfCONA (Pflugerville Council of Neighborhood Associations) does.  Please go to there website to get a full explanation of their purpose http://www.pfcona.org.  Rod also discussed how the Saxony Neighborhood Association is structured and the things that their association does. Saxony does have a pool, which non-Saxony residents may join. The pool required that Saxony have a two-tiered structure of association due, $30 per year for each resident household with an additional fee for pool membership.

a. Bylaws, the process 

Sally explained that the people who had volunteered to be on the Bylaw sub-committee (Shirl Enoch, Sally Gannaway, Sharon Dunkin, David Dunkin and Ahrey Smith) had met and using the Saxony Bylaws as a go by made a initial first draft of the Bohls Neighborhood Association Bylaws. Comments were solicited from the attendees of tonight’s meeting. Once these comments are incorporated, the bylaws will reviewed by an attorney (neighborhood volunteer) and necessary changes made. Any changes by the attorney will be communicated a future meeting. This document will remain a “Working Draft” until copies can be distributed to all Bohls residences with notice given for a vote on its acceptance. 

We went line by line through the document with the attendees at the 5/27 meeting and see if there are any changes that they would like to see made to the document.  We voted on changes in the meeting and made changes as necessary.

b. Review/update of draft bylaws 

We went through the Bylaws as a group up to page 6 line 121 where it was decided by everyone that we would continue to review the document at the June 24 meeting since it was getting late in the evening. Please keep your document copies for the next meeting when we will continue the review.  

Below is an outline of the changes that were voted to be made:

We will add wording WORKING DRAFT to the header and footer of the document.

Line 22 – 26 will be replaced with – PURPOSE OF BNA is to provide a forum for neighborhood activities and communication, promote neighborhood safety and beautification, maintain Bohls signage, and help maintain the value of the homes in Bohls by supporting the Architectural Committees’ application of the deed restrictions.

Line 28 – 33 will be reworded as follows – VOLUNTARY DUES are $30.00/year to be a BNA household member.  Dues are due no later than ____________ (will put in month to indicate new fiscal year) each year and may be turned into the officers at a BNA meeting.  New member households that join during the fiscal year will pay on a prorated basis.

Line 34 – 37 will be replaced with – PURPOSE OF MEMBER DUES for Bohls residents is to promote neighborhood communication, maintain signage, support the Architectural Committees’ application of the deed restrictions and any other BNA expenses approved by the members of BNA.

Line 39 – 43 will be reworded as follows – QUARTERLY RESIDENT MEETINGS will be held the last Tuesday of the month (will need to specify the months).  Meetings are held on behalf of BNA members and Bohls residents.  Additional resident meetings may be called by two or more of the Board of Directors as needed.  All meetings will be communicated by means of signs and other communication methods.

Line 44 will be changed to read – FUND RAISERS may be done only if initial BNA expense does not exceed

Line 46 will be changed to read – Neighborhood Association fund, and be spent as directed by BNA board and members.

Line 63 will be changed to read – PRESIDENT:  To oversee and enforce all laws, by-laws, and 

Line 71 will be changed to read – Liaison to architectural committees

Line 74 will be changed to read – …and enforcement of BNA laws and by-laws.  Duties include:

Line 83 will be changed to read – Prepare and assure distribution of necessary promotional

Line 85 will be changed to read – Prepare and assure distribution of quarterly newsletter to 

Line 89 will be changed to read – expenses, and pay all debts approved by BNA from the BNA fund.  Duties….

Shirl explained that we are going to try to get a monthly update from the Bohls Place Architectural Committee on what has been going on.  For May we weren’t able to get data.

There are 2 people in Bohls Crossing that are interested in getting the ball rolling to get an Architectural Committee in place.  Per the Deed Restrictions for Bohls Crossing “The voting members of each Architectural Committee will be elected by holding a meeting upon at least ten (10) days prior written notice given to the Owners.  At such meeting, the Owners shall have the right to elect members of each Architectural Committee by simple majority vote of those Owners present at the meeting.  The Owner of each Lot shall have one (1) vote for each Lot so owned.  The meeting to elect or remove the members of each Architectural Committee shall not be held more than once each year.”

7. Volunteer Opportunities 

a. July food drive 

Marie Reed agreed to help with the food drive. She had already purchased bags to have another food drive and agreed to combine our efforts for one food drive in July. We will pass out bags to collect food for the North Rural Community Center in Pflugerville. When the bags are distributed, there will be instructions on how and when food will be picked up.  Food may also be brought to the June 23 and July 29 Neighborhood meetings.  

b. National Night Out (Tuesday, August 5) 

We encourage everyone to do something for National Night Out. Sometimes whole neighborhoods have a get-together (Bohls Place did this last year). Some streets choose to have individual “block” parties. The point is, we need to get out and meet our neighbors. If you are going to have a celebration, be sure to notify Officer Mike Clowdus of the Pflugerville Police Department (direct phone: 670-5512) (email: mclowdus@cityofpflugerville.com). He coordinates all the National Night Outs for the Police Department. He will put your celebration on the list so that that Police Officers and Fire Department Personnel (usually in a fire truck) come to your block.

c. Meeting signs for entrances  - Sharon Dunkin checked on pricing for us. The costs at Banner Signs would be $13 per sign with stick and $10 per sign without a stick.  The cost at Super Cheap Signs would be .99 cents for 99 signs which we don’t need 99 signs.  We were thinking we needed about 20 signs.  That would give us 1 sign for each mailbox, each entrance to the subdivisions and 5 extra to replace when the signs start to wear.
