2. Introductions

3. Neighborhood Crime Watch

a. Shirl explained how the neighborhood crime watch program works with the Pflugerville Police Department

b. Sally shared about the outbreak of car break-ins in the Bohl’s neighborhoods. It was asked that the crime statistics be brought to the next meeting.

c. A wide majority of attendees want to have a neighborhood crime watch. How the various watch groups are identified is yet to be determined. Sally and Michael will talk to Officer Clawdus and report back at the next meeting.

4. Architectural Committees 

a. Shirl shared that Bohl’s Place and Bohl’s Crossing have different deed restrictions and provisions for Architectural Committees. 

b. Bohl’s Place has an Architectural Committee and is accepting applications from interested residents to serve on the Committee. The Committee can be reached at:

c. Bohl’s Crossing has provisions for an Architectural Committee in their deed restrictions but none has ever been formed. Interested residents should contact Shirl.

5. Voluntary Neighborhood Organization

a. A discussion was held regarding the differences in a Homeowner’s Association (mandatory, part of deed restrictions, dues assessed against property) and a Voluntary Neighborhood Association (voluntary, not in deed restrictions, dues (if any) are voluntary, purpose is community action and interaction between neighbors.

b. Mallinee Smith-Diggs (Travis County Health & Human Services) shared about the practical differences in mandatory and voluntary organizations. She also shared that she was available to be used as a resource during our organizational period and beyond. She agreed to attend the next meeting.

c. A wide majority of attendees want to pursue a Voluntary Neighborhood Association. The next meeting will focus on what this organization should look like. Shirl will try to get a speaker from another Pflugerville neighborhood that has a Voluntary Neighborhood Association. It was suggested that a deadline be set to complete the organizational process so that it does not drag on too long. 

6. Neighborhood Communication

a. People found out about the meeting from the signs at the entrances and the posted notices at the mailboxes.

b. General concerns and issues raised by the attendees:

i. Condition of grounds at the Pecan Street entry to the neighborhoods. Sally shared that she is working with the Pflugerville Parks & Recreation department to see if they will mow it. Previously the builder maintained these grounds. Parks & Rec maintain the grounds on the Immaneul/Old Hutto Rd side of the neighborhoods. If Parks & Rec can’t maintain the grounds, Sally will call Travis County to see if they will maintain it. Our County Commissioner is Karen Sunlightner.

ii. Condition of the drainage easement at the North side behind the neighborhoods. Especially in the Bohls Crossing area, building debris has been left that interferes with drainage. It was suggested that all attendees call the City of Pflugerville and ask that this area be cleaned and maintained. It was also suggested that if there were power lines in this area that TXU Utility Company might maintain it.

iii. The light is out on the Bohl’s Place sign at the corner of Pecan and Old Hutto Rd. There were neighbors who regularly replaced the light but they have moved. No one volunteered to take responsibility for this light. 

iv. It was suggested that we plan a neighborhood event to try to get more people interested in a neighborhood association. 

v. Officer Lewis of the Pflugerville Police Department, lives at 1211 Candlelight and volunteered to help should there be any security issues. He works nights (7:00 pm – 7:00 am) and asked not to be disturbed until late afternoon.

7. Next Meeting
