1. Welcome, sign-in and introductions

2. BNA in a nutshell / Past Year in Review

Sally explained that we are a volunteer neighborhood association that was formed in 2003 and reviewed the things we have done in the last 3 years.

· 2 National Night Out parties at the Scott Mentzer pool

· Adopt-a-trail – BNA has teamed up with the Pflugerville Parks and Recreation to help clean the trail along Old Hutto outside of Bohls Place. So far we have had two clean up days.  One of the days the landscaping was re-done around the Bohls Place sign at Poppy Pass.

· Quarterly Newsletters – BNA will be moving from paper to web based newsletters.  The newsletters will be posted quarterly on the BNA website.

· Two food drives per year have been held in February and August.

· Held Holiday Light Judging over the past 2 years.

· Provided financial aid for Bohls Place and Bohls Crossing Architectural Committees’ enforcement of the deed restrictions. The architecture committees and the neighborhood association are separate entities. 

· Continue to work with city on maintaining our landscaping.

· Neighborhood communications via newsletters signs and emails.

· Thank you to our volunteers for their hard work this year.

3. Elections 

· There were no officer nominations from the floor.  Held a hand vote for attending BNA members.  Seven members voted unanimously for the existing officers to remain in their positions.

Requested change: “EXPENDITURES AND REIMBURSEMENT by BNA check over $100, that is not part of a budget approved by BNA members or a government tax liability, must be voted on by BNA members.”

· Requested change approved as written on the Agenda.  Cheryl Callicott moved that we approve, Michael Gannaway seconded. Motion passed.

5. Review and vote to approve 2006-2007 BNA Budget (see approved budget below)

· Budget line items were reviewed. Significant increase in funding is budgeted for Architectural Committees’ enforcement of deed restrictions. Cheryl Callicott moved to accept the budget, Michael Gannaway seconded. Motion passed. 

7. It was voted that we continue the Holiday Light contest using the existing award signs (see budget). 

6. BNA focus in upcoming year

· Improve the condition of our neighborhood by 

· Provide increased funds to the architecture committees for enforcement of deed restrictions as needed (see budget). 

· Work with city on improving our roads

· Improve communication and participation in the neighborhood

· Safety / NNO/ Neighborhood Watch

· Continue strong partnership with city

· Attendees liked idea of the Architectural Committees sending a letter to people stating that even though the problem on the property it is not a Deed Restriction violation that we are trying to keep the neighborhood nice and could they please _____ (mow yard, clean flower bed, etc.)


7. Changes around us 

· Lake Pflugerville – Trail at the lake is open to the public.

· Wal-Mart – Wal-Mart has broken ground at Pfennig and FM 685. 

· Pfenning Lane will be closed soon (one or both directions) to be redone.  Sally will get more details.

· Town Center – Retail office walk to work community located north of Old Hutto Rd, east of FM 685 and south of Pfluger Lane.  There will be a buffer of approximately 15 acres between our neighborhoods and/or current parkland and the development.

· Widening of East Pecan – Construction scheduled to start in the fall of 2006. South side will be constructed first. Traffic on north side will be moved to south side when north side is constructed. Input from neighbors was solicited:

· Would like to see no thru truck signs.

· Would like to see stop signs on Plumbago at Petunia and on Sunflower at Petunia.

· There was concern about no turn lane on Pecan at Sunflower.  Sally will check with the city engineer to see if the no turn lane on Pecan is final.

· Had a suggestion about putting trees in front of Bohls Crossing to create a sound barrier. 

· Need to be organized and working with Pflugerville Police Department to report through truck traffic.
