Bohls Neighborhood Association 

2009 Annual Meeting Minutes 
May 2, 2009

1. Welcome, sign-in and introductions 

a. The meeting was called to order at 3:00 PM. Everyone introduced themselves. Fifteen individual residents attended the meeting. Eight Bohls Neighborhood Association (BNA) member households were in attendance.

b. Door prizes were donated for the meeting with no expense to the neighborhood association. 

c. Available meeting handouts included: agenda with proposed budget, 2008 BNA annual meeting minutes, Bohls Neighborhood Association information sheet and April 2009 BNA newsletter. 

2. Neighborhood Association recap and discussion 

a. General business items

· By state law BNA is a non-partisan organization that does not endorse any candidate or take a position on any political issue. BNA does encourage all residents to vote.

· The BNA Secretary verified that a quorum of members was present.

· This is BNA’s annual business meeting. Current and past minutes are posted on our website www.bohlsnews.org.
· Minutes from the Bohls Neighborhood Association 2008 annual meeting were presented for approval. Becky Berryhill made a motion to approve the minutes, and Mike Smith seconded the motion. All approved with no dissentions. 
b. RECAP (Sally Gannaway, President)

· The Bohls Neighborhood Association (BNA) was formed in 2003 and incorporated by Bohls residents to provide a forum for neighborhood activities and communication, promote neighborhood safety and beautification, maintain Bohls signage, and help maintain the value of the homes in Bohls by supporting the Architectural Committees' enforcement of the deed restrictions.

BNA is a State of Texas Non-Profit Corporation but not a federal non-profit and therefore must pay federal taxes. The laws of the State of Texas dictate how BNA functions. 
· BNA has a wonderful small core group of volunteers that have helped with delivering to homes (newsletters/food drive bags), food drive pick-up, adopt-a-trail trail clean up, National Night Out, annual neighborhood garage sale, neighborhood watch and other projects.

The City of Pflugerville takes Neighborhood and Homeowner Associations very seriously. BNA has given our neighborhood an important voice with the city. 
· This year there are 25 BNA member households, more than any previous year.  
3. Officer Elections 

a. Per the bylaws, you must be a current paid member of the Bohls Neighborhood Association to be able to run for office. 

b. All positions (President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer) are open for election. The BNA Secretary verified that there were no proxy votes submitted for this meeting.

4. Review and vote to approve 2009-2010 BNA Budget (see last page of these minutes)

a. The Proposed Bohls Neighborhood Association 2009-2010 Budget was reviewed and discussed. 

b.   Becky Berryhill made a motion to approve the adoption of the 2009-2010 budget with no changes, and Willie Watts seconded the motion. All approved with no dissentions. 
5. Neighborhood issues, concerns and information. 

a. All Bohls residents are encouraged to volunteer in some capacity in the neighborhood and become a member of the neighborhood association. Annual dues are $10 and the new fiscal year starts June 1.

b. Neighbors asked whether the City of Pflugerville is considering water rationing guidelines and enforcement. 

c. Neighbors asked whether the City of Pflugerville is considering changes to its solid waste (trash) and recycling program and how residents could obtain more information. 

d. A suggestion was made that the neighborhood association have an on-site shredding company come to the neighborhood one or more times a year. Neighbors would come to a central location and pay to have their sensitive documents shredded. This could be a BNA fundraiser. 
e. A suggestion was made to look into setting up a Yahoo Group for the Bohls neighborhood to provide another network for communication to serve the residents of our community. Participation in the group would be optional.
6.  Mike Smith made a motion to adjourn the meeting, and Cheryl Callicott seconded the motion. All                     approved with no dissentions.
