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	Pflugerville's Fallen Warrior Memorial
	

	 
In November 2004, the citizens of Pflugerville honored a local Marine who gave his life in service to his country. After his funeral, grateful citizens wondered if Pflugerville had lost others in defense of freedom, but there was no public record of local soldiers lost in combat. A group of citizens met in January 2005 to plan a way to memorialize their sacrifices. Oral histories were researched, and a memorial was designed based upon this research. Thus, the Pflugerville Fallen Warrior Memorial was created. 

We must never forget our family, friends and classmates who died protecting Pflugerville's freedom. 
The Fallen Warrior Memorial will be prominently located in Pflugerville Park. Life-sized bronze sculptures of three generations of warriors will stand in front of a granite pentagon upon which will be engraved the names of our Fallen Warriors. Limestone amphitheater-style seating will provide the backdrop for the pentagon and sculptures. The U.S., Texas, and City flags will fly proudly above the memorial. Landscaped walks will invite visitors into the memorial. Ideally, the Fallen Warrior Memorial could be dedicated in ceremonies on Friday, November 11, 2005…Veteran's Day. 

The bronze sculptures will cost sixty-five thousand dollars, and preliminary estimates for the site work are approximately thirty-five thousand dollars. All funding for this memorial will be raised in donations from thankful citizens and companies. For the Memorial to be completed by Veteran's Day 2005, sixty thousand dollars are needed by early May to order the sculptures. All donations are tax-deductible, and may be mailed to the First Texas Bank, Pflugerville.
