Letter from the President

Attendance at the last four Bohls Neighborhood Association meetings has been very low. We have tried to encourage attendance by having speakers on important issues, but attendance did not improve. I called BNA members and asked why they were not attending and the response was that most people are very busy and do not have time to attend meetings. Our residents want the neighborhood association to continue and really value the emails and communications that BNA provides, but they don’t want to attend meetings. At the July BNA meeting, the membership voted to amend the bylaws to have an annual meeting the first week of May rather than quarterly meetings. Officer elections will take place at the annual meeting. Mechanisms for proxy votes and decisions without meetings were approved. Bohls residents should know that Bohls Place and Bohls Crossing have deed restrictions that were put in place as each neighborhood section was developed. Bohls Place and Bohls Crossing each have an Architectural Committee to enforce the deed restrictions. Architectural Committee members are volunteers who work hard to keep our neighborhoods nice by enforcing the deed restrictions. Each section of Bohls Place and Bohls Crossing has their own deed restrictions on file at the Travis County Clerks office. You can go to the County Clerks office and obtain a copy of your section’s deed restrictions. There are “information only copies” of the deed restrictions for Bohls Place and Bohls Crossing on the BNA website (www.pfcona.org/Bohls.htm).
