We have had a number of inquiries about the Bohls 
Neighborhood Association (BNA) lately from new 
neighbors. Here is a description of the neighborhood 
association in a nutshell.   
 
Our neighborhoods, Bohls Place & Bohls Crossing, had 
architecture committees set up by the developer through 
the deed restrictions. The developer did not set up a 
homeowner’s association (HOA) or other funding 
mechanisms to provide for enforcement of the deed 
restrictions. The Bohls Neighborhood Association was 
formed in 2003 when the last builder moved out and 
concerned neighbors wanted to organize to address 
neighborhood issues. The neighborhood association and 
the architecture committees are separate entities, however, 
BNA does provide financial support and direct 
communications to the architecture committees. Prior to 
BNA, the architecture committee members funded 
enforcement of the deed restrictions themselves. 

Membership in a neighborhood association is voluntary, 
unlike a homeowners association. Our dues are used to 
provide financial support to the architecture committees, 
fund neighborhood activities such as National Night Out, 
provide communications to the Bohls Neighborhood 
through our website, emails and door-to-door 
communications and other neighborhood activities. 
Membership dues are $30 per year per household. In 2005 
we had 17 member households out of over 540 homes. Our 
new fiscal year starts June 1, 2006 and we encourage 
everyone to become a member.  Thanks to our members 
and volunteers who have helped us throughout the past 
year! 
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The Bohls Neighborhood Association will have its 
annual meeting on Saturday, May 6 th at 3:00 P.M.  in 
Heritage Park. In addition to the business meeting and 
elections, the association officers will host a dessert 
potluck social. The officers will provide drinks, plates 
and utensils. We plan for this to be a fun and 
informative meeting. Bring a chair, dessert and your 
neighbors. Learn about what is going on in our 
neighborhood!  
 

 
How do I … ……. 
We get emails and phone calls from neighbors asking how 
to report problems or get things taken care of in our 
neighborhood. Here are suggestions for a few of our recent 
inquiries: 
· Get an abandoned car removed from our street: call 

Pflugerville Police non-emergency number 251-4004 
and report the vehicle. They need location, make, color 
and plate number.  

· Report deed restriction violations: email your violation 
to the neighborhood association at 
bohls2003@yahoo.com and it will be forwarded to the 
appropriate architecture committee. You may also write 
a letter with your violation addressed to either the Bohls 
Place or Bohls Crossing Architecture Committee at 
P.O. Box 2484, Pflugerville, TX 78691. Deed restriction 
violation reports do not require a name or signature. 
The committees will personally review the complaints 
prior to initiating the enforcement process. 

· Report city street problems: you can call the City streets 
department at 990-4388. You can also contact them at 
www.cityofpflugerville.com. The BNA officers have 
been communicating with city officials about the general 
condition of streets in our neighborhood, especially the 
streets in Bohls Crossing (e.g. Plumbago). We have 
been told that there is no funding currently available to 
repair the street. We encourage residents to 
communicate with our city officials to put our 
neighborhood on “the list” to have our streets fixed! 

· Report an animal that is either lost or running loose: 
You reach Pflugerville Animal Control by calling the 
police department non-emergency number at 251-4004. 
BNA can also send out an email to our neighborhood 
list to help find lost pets or owners. 

 

 
It’s time for spring cleaning!  The garage sale will be 
Saturday, April 29 from 8am until Noon (no rain date).  
BNA will put out signs and place an ad in the 
Pflugerville Pflag to advertise the garage sale.  All you 
have to do is display your items in your garage or 
driveway that morning.

Let’s Talk Trash 
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City chipping service : To get rid of limbs and branches 
contact the Streets Department at 990-4388 to be put on 
the schedule. The city chipper truck comes to homes on the 
schedule East of Railroad Avenue the 1st / 3rd weeks of 
every month. They start on Monday but may take 2 to 3 
days to complete their route and may be delayed due to 
rain. Place your yard debris close to the street in front of 
your home with the cut ends facing towards the street but 
do not block the street or sidewalk. Limbs up to 9 inches in 
diameter will be chipped and they prefer that limbs not be 
cut, as long limbs are better for feeding the chipper. When 
you call to be put on the schedule, you can request that the 
chipped “mulch” be left behind so that you can use it in your 
yard.    
Have bulky items picked up : IESI will pick up bulk items 
such as washers, dryers, mattress, bundled brush etc., on 
any normal service day.   However, any appliance that 
normally contains Freon, must be purged and a certificate 
should be attached to the unit to indicate that it has been 
purged.  Otherwise the unit will be left behind. IESI does not 
take construction debris.   
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Be a Bohls “Take Charge” Neighbor 
We live in a great neighborhood. I especially love the 

wide streets that you don’t find in many areas and the 
park/trail adjacent to us. Most of our homes are well kept 
and reflect real “pride of ownership”. You make our 
neighborhood “shine”. We have a great core group of 
neighborhood volunteers that help with special projects to 
improve our community. Thanks for all that you do. You 
really make a difference! There are things that need to be 
done and/or improved. I challenge each of you to: 

Maintain your home and yard:  Keep your home in 
good repair. Many homes in our neighborhood need to be 
painted. With our brutal weather, regular exterior painting is 
required to protect your home. Keep your yards neat, 
mowed, edged, and free of litter/debris. If you live on the 
corner, you are responsible for mowing/edging your street-
side yard too. Keep your shrubs trimmed.  Talk to your 

neighbors who are delinquent in their home/yard 
maintenance and encourage them to improve the look of 
their home. We have many first-time buyers who honestly 
don’t know how to take care of a yard or home. We have 
found that neighbors will often work on a problem area once 
they are asked. This is a “neighborly” thing to do. 

Do something for your neighborhood:  BNA gets 
emails from people complaining that “they” aren’t doing 
something like picking up litter or getting the streets fixed. 
Since we do not have a homeowner’s association, “they” is 
all of “us”. If one person in each of our 500+ homes 
volunteered in some capacity just think what we could get 
done in our neighborhood. Please consider doing one or 
more of the following: join the Bohls Neighborhood 
Association, pick up litter, report deed restriction violations 
to the architectural committees, become an adopt-a-trail 
volunteer, distribute bags for our semi-annual food drives, 
clean up around the mail boxes, notify the city of problems 
(streets, pump stations, utilities, graffiti etc), help a 
neighbor, volunteer with BNA, maintain landscaping around 
a neighborhood entrance sign, attend city meetings to 
inform city officials of your opinions on issues that impact 
our neighborhood. Thank you in advance for your help! 
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There is so much going on in Pflugerville that no one list 
ever seems to be complete. These are just some of the 
things we have found out recently: 
1. Lake Pflugerville is nearing completion. There will be 
two grand opening celebrations, the first April 20 at 
11:00AM will be an “open for business” event similar to the 
GPCC events at SH 130 and Pflugerville Parkway. The 
second event will happen sometime the end of May or 
beginning of June and will be a family oriented celebration 
for all of Pflugerville. By the second celebration the lake and 
surrounding park/trail will be turned over to the City of 
Pflugerville by the developer and will be open for use by the 
public. Until then the city has asked the public not to use 
the facilities. 
2. The widening of East Pecan, a joint city/county project 
is moving forward. According to Joe Carpenter, a city 
engineer, the design for the 4- lane divided road with turn 
lanes is complete. Right of way is currently being acquired 
from landowners. The next step is to move utilities away 
from the roadway. Construction is scheduled to begin in the 
fall. I hope to have more information to share at the BNA 
annual meeting. 
3. Per the City Manager, the Wells Branch extension east 
from Heatherwilde to Immanuel and the extension of 
Heatherwilde south to meet up with McAllen Pass (near 
Dell) are scheduled for completion in the next 18 months.  
4. The Parks Department is installing a new bathroom at 
Heritage Park to replace the port-a-potty. The project is 
scheduled for completion early May. Also the wind 
generators and solar collector systems used for the trail 
lights are almost complete. We should have a lighted trail 
along Old Hutto Road real soon!

Most Common Deed Restriction Violations 
The Bohls architecture committee volunteers report the 
most common violations are currently: 
1. trailers, boats, unregistered vehicles in driveways. 
2. portable basketball goals in driveways and yards.  
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Population Growth Can Result in Crime Growth 
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Lately there has been more painted graffiti appearing on the 
fences, stop signs, and side walks in the neighborhood.  
Contact the PPD dispatcher at 251-4004 to report this type 
of activity.  They will send out a police officer to 
investigate the incident and possibly provide advice 
concerning removal of the graffiti.  It is extremely 
important to report the incident before removing any graffiti 
from your property. Consider starting a crime-watch 
program to help prevent this and other criminal activities in 
the neighborhood.  The Neighborhood Watch program will 
help keep the neighborhood safer from criminals and 
property values at their highest.
