Update on Proposed Wal-Mart Store in Pflugerville

By now you should be aware that Wal-Mart is planning to build a super store at the northwest corner of FM685 and Pfennig Lane (across from the Pflugerville Justice Center). The scheduled

completion is March, 2007 which coincides with the extension of Pflugerville Loop to FM 685.  

December 13th a special PFCONA (Pflugerville Council of Neighborhood Associations) Town Meeting was held where Wal-Mart representatives presented their plans and solicited resident input. Since that time, Wal-Mart representatives have had many meetings with homeowner and neighborhood associations and are scheduled to make a presentation at the January 25th BNA meeting. Bohls residents are encouraged to provide input on the proposed Wal-Mart store at the January meeting. 

PFCONA is facilitating a workgroup comprised of the Mayor, City Manager, representative from the City Planning Department, two city council persons, neighborhood leaders from the 7 neighborhoods closest to the proposed Wal-Mart location (including Bohls Place/Crossing), PCDC executive director and Wal-Mart representatives. The workgroup is reviewing input collected from neighborhoods and city representatives. The purpose of this workgroup is to negotiate a Development Agreement with Wal-Mart representatives that will define what Wal-Mart must have in place if a community-specific store is to be built in Pflugerville. Neighborhoods will be asked to give feedback on the Development Agreement draft. 

The Bohls Neighborhood Association will continue to send information on the proposed Wal-Mart store to residents who are on our

Lake Pflugerville

The lake, filled from the Colorado River, will provide a major source of drinking water and recreation for Pflugerville residents. It is planned that the lake will be stocked and have fishing piers, a trail and other amenities. The following are some of the target dates for the project provided by the City of Pflugerville Engineering Department:

· End of May, 2005 – reservoir construction complete

· July, 2005 – start filling reservoir with water from the Colorado River

· September, 2005 – reservoir project complete

The Board of Trustees of Pflugerville ISD has called a bond referendum for Saturday, February 5, 2005.  The $70 million bond package will contain money for three new elementaries, a new building for the Alternative Learning Center, additions to Pflugerville Middle School and Westview Middle School, money for future land purchases, renovations and maintenance work on many of the existing campuses, upgrading all elementary playgrounds, adding an orchestra program to two schools, artificial turf for all three high schools, technology upgrades, equipment and furniture, and renovation work for the rock gym by Timmerman Elementary. February 5th Non-binding Referendum Vote regarding Proposed Racetrack  - Pflugerville residents will vote to show either their support or opposition to the Austin Jockey Club’s application for the proposed horseracing track along Pecan Street approximately one (1) mile east of Immanuel, near the intersection of Pecan Street and the future State Highway 130.

Voting will take place at City Hall at 100 E. Main, Ste 500 from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.  Early voting will begin on January 20th and end on Tuesday, February 1st.  Extended hours for early voting will be held on Tuesday, February 1st from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. on Saturday, January 29th, from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.

Heritage Park and Trail Improvements

You may have noticed that there is a new barn being built at Heritage Park. According to the Pflugerville Parks and Recreation Department, the new facility is nearing completion and scheduled for a grand opening in early spring. The barn is basically a covered pavilion with no amenities.  It is hoped that amenities (e.g. bathrooms, kitchen, running water) can be added later when funding is secured. The barn will have lighting provided by solar collectors and wind generators. Once it is completed, residents will be able to reserve the barn for functions through the Pflugerville Parks and Recreation Department. 

The Pflugerville Parks and Recreation Department is waiting on the delivery of benches, trash receptacles and doggy bag dispensers for installation on the trail adjacent to Old Hutto Road by the end of January. Solar lighting is targeted to be installed along the Old Hutto Road section of the trail by May 1.
