        Voting in the 2004 Presidential Election

Regardless of your party or beliefs, we hope you will vote in this important election. Early voting begins October 18 and ends October 29. You can vote early at over 20 locations in Travis County. In Pflugerville,


 vote early at the Pflugerville Tax Office, 15822 Foothill Farms Loop which is located on the north side of FM1825, halfway between Central Commerce and Windermere.
Election Day is Tuesday, November 2. 

Precinct #202 votes at Murchison Elementary School (near Hendrickson High School). 

Precinct #206 votes at Pfluger Hall (on S. Railroad behind the fire station).

-  HAVE A SAFE




Halloween may be a fun holiday for kids, but for parents, trick-or-treat time can be a little troublesome. Concerns about child safety – whether they are out in the neighborhood or back at home with bountiful bags of goodies – can cast a spell on the evening’s festivities. But not to worry! Following a few safety tips will help ensure that Halloween,  2004 will be a “howling” good time.

MAKE SURE THE 

COSTUMES ARE SAFE

· Check that costumes are flame-retardant so the little ones aren’t in danger near candles.

· Keep costumes short to prevent trips and falls.

· Try make-up instead of a mask. Masks can obstruct a child’s vision – a dangerous thing when they are crossing streets or going up and down stairs. If a mask is worn, make the eyeholes larger for better visibility.

· Make sure your kids wear light colors or put reflective tape on their costumes.

· Avoid hard plastic or wood props such as daggers or swords. Substitute with foam rubber which is soft and flexible.

GOING OUT TRICK-OR-TREATING

· Younger children should be accompanied by an adult. The older kids should be with adults or other friends. No one should go trick-or-treating alone.

· Remind kids not to enter a strange house or car.

· Watch out for cars and carry a flashlight to help see and be seen.

· Set a time limit for children to trick-or-treat. Remind them not to take short cuts through backyards, alleys, or playing fields.

· Do not approach houses with the lights off.

· Stay within the neighborhood and only visit homes you know.

EATING THE TREATS

· Remind the kids not to eat any treats until they get home.

· Check out all treats at home in a well-lighted place.

· What to eat? Only unopened candies and other treats that are in original wrappers. Be sure to inspect fruit and homemade goodies and if you find anything suspicious, call the Police.

Parents and kids can avoid trick-or-treating troubles entirely by organizing a Halloween costume party with treats, games, contests, music, scary stories, and much more. Make your Halloween party the place to be for your child and his/her friends! 

No matter how you celebrate, have a safe and happy Halloween and be smart – think safety!
