1. Sign-In and New Member Sign-up –

2. Member Introductions – Rod Reyna, PfCONA Chair, had several participants introduce other members that they introduced themselves to before meeting started.

3. Questions for City Officials: Chair introduced Clyde von Rosenberg, all PFCONA officers, and Chief Hooker, as well as City Manager, David Buesing.  Chair opened the floor to questions for the special guests.  Sally Gannaway of Bohl’s Place asked about traffic counters on Sunflower in Bohl’s Place.  City Manager said that it was probably for the city.  

Anne Wennesen of Creekside asked if City Council was considering a noise ordinance and what they were considering.  Chief Chuck Hooker said that the consideration was specifically to address noises coming from downtown such as live entertainment and crowds.  City Manager Buesing said that light rail is very quite and a noise ordinance would not address the issue.  He said that if it comes, the city would like to be able to use it.  He said that there is a possibility that light rail could be on IH130 and that is hoped for by the Governor.  

Clyde said that Mike Olik from CAMPO would be at the next city council meeting discussing the long-range plan for light rail.  

Mario Galliano of Creekside asked about the speed limit on Heatherwilde and City Manager said that they are doing a speed study right now on that street.  

Scott Winton of Willow Creek mentioned that without the housing policy in the site development ordinance, there was really no teeth.  P-ville is now 85% residential and 15% commercial.

4. Problem-solving Speaker: Clyde von Rosenberg, City Planning Director, on City Master Plan, Residential Development Guidelines, and new commercial development.  


Adopted conference of plans last Sept. and the document is available on website.  Prepared in house and was first conference of plans and this was citizen driven.  Citizen committee a couple of years ago, city council, economic development council joined together to sketch out the ideas for the plan.  After much discussion, the final plan was adopted.  Significance of the conference of plan is to provide a picture of the city 20 years in the future.  Cities often have policies in the conf. of plan as decisions are made along the way.  Emphasis was on economic development and this was a driving factor in developing the conf. of plan.  More work is needed to complete the process.  The idea for this map was the ideal land use for each area.  

5. Claude’s Corner development – PfCONA has moderated meetings concerning the development and coordinated with stakeholders.  3.1 acres is involved for a mixed use development that is proposed by Sandy Rea for Tejas Land Company.  P&Z decided that an ALUR should be filed and Scott Winton, broker/developer for project, will work on this with Sandy and submit the ALUR to the city.  

Scott spoke about the collaboration process that PfCONA has participated in.  Jeff Sims also spoke giving an update on the meetings that PfCONA has held.  Scott handed out his flyers concerning the development and showed his conceptual drawing.  There would be no gas pumps or convenience stores in the development.  Scott thinks that the involvement of neighbors and all stakeholders will bring about a very nice development.  Next meeting will be on March 24th.  

Scott said that with this design for development the property should be worth about $5.2 million.  He said the construction would be brick, stone, and/or stucco but hardiplank would not be considered proper construction material.  One neighbor from Arbor Creek said that he didn’t think that Pfennig was designed for parking on the street.  Another neighbor from Parkcrest expressed that street parking is a buffer for walkers on sidewalk.  

6. Cambridge Villas – senior housing units applying for affordable housing credits to be proposed on Dessau Rd.  200 one-story units proposed on the development, 12 units per acre.  Cambridge Estates, bordering neighborhood, is favoring the lower density.  City council is not sure that this low density will benefit the city and broker said that the developer would be putting in a hike and bike behind the development as well as extend the road, reimbursement of Capital Metro fees, wrought iron fence surrounding the development, and activity center.  This would be one of the first developments on the eastern border into Pflugerville.  The development would require that residents be at least 55 years of age to buy one of the apartments.

7. Chair said that PFCONA is trying to get the neighborhoods closest to new developments involved in the process of planning the new developments.

Other questions and/or comments – One member said that the awareness of PfCONA being neutral but involved is comforting.  One member asked if there was a final drawing of Wal-Mart and Chair said that no final drawing has been presented.  

City Planning Director Clyde von Rosenberg said that Wal-Mart would be on the agenda for March 22nd.  Chair said that no development agreement has been reviewed by the community workgroup as of yet and could not support the agreement being on the agenda. 

Chair said that the developers of the Schultz/Meister project would be at the May meeting.  

City manager said that trails have been laid out around the lake, the reservoir should be finished in a month, Kelly sewer plant should be offline next month, trail will be going in behind Arbor Creek to lead to high school, gateway project has been completed at approximately $100,000.  Gateway project was intended to beautify the entrance to the city because residents said that entrance on FM1825 was ugly.  

One resident asked if any money came back to city for recycling.  Councilman Pat McCord said that some recycling materials such as aluminum are profitable and the city does get some money for recycling.  Only realistic reimbursement coming back to the city is in polypropylene bottles and aluminum.  Deb Dye of Parkcrest suggested putting this information in the city newsletter with the water bill.  Over 60% residents in P-ville do recycle.  

Chair said City Manager Buesing is looking for someone to put on a fishing tournament as a fundraiser for PF4, which is raising money for piers at Pflugerville Lake.  

Pat McCord said that he had a suspended item on agenda that is a noise ordinance revision for loud cars, motorcycles, music from vehicles, entertainment venue locations,  and some business dumpsters being dumped at 3 am.  Pat said that this will come up at city council.  

Chair then talked about Pf marketing slogan and marketing task force agendas.  He said he had a copy of the minutes of the meetings if anyone wanted to review them. 

Candidates forum for city council will be next month and there are 3 candidates for each position.  

Last, PfCONA is 20 years old this year and Chair thanked David Buesing and City Manager’s Office and Chief Hooker and PPD for sponsorship provided to the organization.
