TOWN MEETING

Monday, July 11, 2005, 7:00 p.m.-9:00 p.m.

1. Sign-In and New Member Sign-up –
Attendees included (in order of sign-in):  Danielle Allen, Lone Star Infrastructure (SH130 designer/builder); Greg Monroe, Pflugerville Professional Firefighters Association; Eleanor D’Ambrosio, Dist. 50 State Rep. Mark Strama’s Office; Thad Yousling, Heatherwilde HOA; Olle Lorehn and Ken Della Baker of Falcon Pointe; Michelle Pundt, Pf4; Gary and Jacki Robertson of Boulder Ridge; Dennis Sedlacheck, P&Z Member; Rod Reyna (PfCONA Chair) of Saxony HOA; Nancy Ramsey (PfCONA Secretary/Treasurer) of Katymead; Jeff Sims (PfCONA Vice-Chair) of Parkcrest NA; Chief Chuck Hooker of Pflugerville Police Dept., and Steve Pustelnyk of Central Texas Regional Mobility Authority.

2. Member Introductions – PfCONA Chair had everyone present introduce themselves to someone in the room that they hadn’t met before. He then had everyone introduce themselves to the group and say what neighborhood they were from.

3. Firefighter Association Introduction and PF4 Member Fund Raising Efforts -Chair then introduced Greg Monroe who wants to raise money for the Fallen Warriors Memorial.   Greg spoke about the Firefighter Association and what they represent.  He spoke about the group volunteering for special events sponsored by PfCONA.  He said he was open to any and all questions while at the meeting.  He said he had looked at the PfCONA website.  The group decided to donate $100 to the Fallen Warrior Memorial and presented a check to Greg.  Michelle Pundt then spoke about dog tags that were being sold door-to-door for $5 each to raise money for the Memorial.  The memorial website is

www.fallenwarrior.org.  Seven persons at the meeting didn’t have a dog tag and five were interested in buying one.  Rod said that he would buy the 5 dog tags and encourage everyone present to buy dog tags for friends and neighbors.

4. Presentation – Steve Pustelnyk, Director of Communications, with Central Texas Mobility Authority: 
Steve spoke about toll roads and why we need them.  He first covered who the agency was and said that they were a multi-modal transportation agency authorized under 2001 state legislation.  Agency created in 2002 by Williamson and Travis counties.  The agency has six employees and will grow to about 30 or 40.  He explained how the agency works with other federal, state, and city government agencies.  In this region, only about one-third of needs will be met in the next 10 years.  Phase 1 projects are:  183A, SH130, SH45, Loop 1 northern extension, and US 183East.  He said that the goal is to get away from a cash option of paying the toll.  Eventually toll tags will be interchangeable in Texas on all toll roads.  Parts of 183 will still have non-toll alternative and middle lanes will be toll lanes.  Dallas-Fort Worth and Houston area will be most tolled areas statewide.  Agency website:  www.ctrma.org, and 183A project website:  www.183a.com.  CTRMA phone number is 996-9778.  Danielle also spoke.  One resident asked about no billboards being along SH130 and Danielle said that she couldn’t answer the question.  P&Z member said overall plan was to not have billboards along SH130.  He said that there might be a few that were planned before the road was actually being built.  One resident asked if SH45 would extend east of SH130 and Steve nor Danielle knew the answer.  Once bonds are paid off maintenance costs and expansion of highways will be paid for by the tolls.  One resident asked if money from SH130 could be used to help out another project and the answer was that yes, this could be done but Steve was not sure how interchangeable the funds were between projects.

5. National Night Out – Rod asked how many participants knew about National Night Out and that this was the 22nd National Night Out this August.  He encouraged everyone to pick up a National Night Out form and fill it out to have a party on the first Tuesday of August from 7 – 10 pm.  July 26th will be a packet stuffing party at the PPD and on July 28th the distribution of packets for parties will begin.

6. Discussion:  PfCONA Chair – Partnering with city to improve development notification and neighborhoods co-sponsoring with PfONA a request to city council

He asked if neighborhood representatives present would be interested in meeting to discuss developments proposed for their areas.  Only resident within 200 ft are currently notified of new developments.  PfCONA asked for notification of 500 ft. to residents.  Presently notice only has to be given 10 days before a meeting is scheduled and PfCONA wants to change to 14 days advanced notice.  PfCONA also wants to be notified of any new development near any neighborhoods.  Rod asked for opinions on these new items that PfCONA would like to request of the city.  PfCONA could also change by-laws to include what the organization will do to facilitate information concerning nearby neighborhood development.  He asked for recommendations as to what to put in by-laws.  Rod also mentioned that PfCONA should always stay a neutral organization.  One representative said that maybe we should ask for 14 day notice and leave at 200 ft since if PfCONA was notified then they could notify the neighborhoods.  Rod said that he preferred both 500 ft and 14 days notice so that if PfCONA did not want to continue to notify neighborhoods, then the 500 ft. notice could notify those who may not be otherwise notified.  Jeff Sims said that we need an alternate in each neighborhood to notify.  Rod said that some cities register neighborhood contacts through the city so that those contacts are notified.  City council would have to vote to change code for notification.  Rod wants neighborhoods to sign on and agree that this is a necessity.  Chief Hooker said that one thing for neighborhoods to consider would be that the noise ordinance be changed to allow fireworks on July 4th and/or New Year’s Eve around the lake area.  Rod asked of anyone thought we shouldn’t proceed with asking about changing the ordinance and no one raised their hand.  

Welcome Mug Program – Jeff Sims spoke about program and latest stuffing.

Announcements from Neighborhoods – None

Chief of Police Update – Thanked everyone for attending and thanked fire department for creating their association and becoming active in community.  Thanked Rod for working so hard for this organization.  He asked that anyone having information or input concerning noise ordinance please contact him.  He said he wants to know what citizens think about the noise ordinance so please let him know and first meeting is next Wed., at  7 pm.  He also wants to know what neighborhoods think about fireworks.  Greg of Fire Dept mentioned that the fire dept also runs emergency calls and there were not enough fire persons on duty to handle calls as well.  Chief wants to get out information before New Years about the noise ordinance.  Possession in the city limits is illegal.
