Meeting Minutes 10/15/07

Attendance:  15

The meeting was called to order at 7:05pm by chairman Pat McCord.  He welcomed everyone to the meeting.

Randy Reese of the Pflugerville Independent School District.  He defined what is a school bond.  Gave details related to the school district deciding on a school bond and how much would be requested.  A citizen bond committee was selected to help with the process.

A demographer was hired by the school district to collect information concerning projected student enrollments.  The district wanted at least a 10 year projection.  Between 2007 and 2017; 14, 041 new students are expected.  The enrollment for 2017 is expected to be 43,998 students.

A company is currently looking at ground for new schools.  There are 37 subdivisions under construction with greater than 22,000 homes projected to be built.  There are 15 multi family developments leading to a potential of 7600 apartment units.

PISD put school on grounds before needs requiring less use of portables.  Bond money includes building of  2 elementary schools, 1 middle school and money to be used for engineering and architectural fees for the planning of high school number 4.

The bond also includes money for facility improvements to support teaching and learning, safety and security, building renovations, secure land for future needs, and contingency funds.

The total bond money requested- $125,000,000.  Second largest bond ever let.

Tax impact- no projected increase.  Possible reduction because of the area’s growing tax base and the early retirement of the existing debt.

Senior citizens and disabled persons may freeze their tax rate.  Voter registration ended October 9th.  Mr. Reese encouraged everyone to get out and vote.

How about getting land donated from developers?

Developers have given land in the past but can’t be forced to donate land for schools.

The community school idea has been proposed but related expenses must be considered.

National origin of the people in the classes vary greatly.

Currently there are 52 languages in PISD and 17 different language groups.

Need volunteer tutors to help our new neighbors.  Most needs are related to job quality and mothers want to help their children with school work.

There are no problems as individuals, enrolled in the classes, are eager to learn.

There is a problem finding places to meet in the evening because security issues must be considered.

Volunteer time is 1½ hours per week.  Do not have to know a foreign language.  Free training is provided from the literacy council.  Materials are supplied.
