FAITH IN ACTION CAREGIVERS PFLUGERVILLE- Surita Cox


Started in Pflugerville 2004

Non-profit organization-helps seniors get to medical appointments and also take to run errands


To qualify- must be 60 or above with no automobile or can’t drive anymore

Volunteers are needed. There are three retirement independent units in Pflugerville but no bus service.
Need PfCONA to spread the word- client must be over 60, ambulatory (no wheelchairs) and competent.  Services are free; income is not a factor.
Fundraiser- Sunday December 7, 2008.  5:00pm at the Hill Country Bible Church.

FORECLOSURES & NEIGHBORHOODS- Michelle Sheehan and Farren Smith 

Most foreclosures are in the $110,000- $175,000 range.


HOAs can put lien on property: $500 to file plus attorney fees.
Neighbors need to watch vacant property so that it is not abused.  Mow lawns twice per month, water, avoid abandoned look.

Investment property with tenants who have religiously paid their rent; if foreclosed; renter must move out immediately- 10 days after posted.

HOAs try not to allow investors in your neighborhood- ask builders how much will be sold to investors.

Was loan obtained as owner occupied?

Scrutinize deed restrictions.  Re-file deed restrictions every 10 years.

Enforcements must be ongoing.

Strong HOA- property values are maintained.

HOAs need to maintain abandoned property.

Why foreclosures- lots can be blamed on the builders rolling in incentives; then homeowners cannot afford the mortgages.

Problem should last around 3 years; then Austin will be OK.  Educate first time homeowners.

HOAs: get involved, attend meetings, work with realtors, water and cut grass (ask bank to pay).

Parking ordinance: suspended, a committee has been formed, wording for ordinance has been done and it is on the next Council’s agenda.

Pecan Street and South 10th intersection will be closed on Wednesday (9/10) due to a Capital Improvement Project.  Will be closed for approximately 5 weeks.
