1. Sign-in/New Member Sign-up/Review Agenda and Minutes
Rod introduced the subject of the meeting at 7:05 pm.  He asked everyone to introduce themselves to each other and meet someone they haven’t met before.  He then welcomed all to the meeting and talked about the Project Vote effort and the candidate forums.  Rod read a quote from “Getting to Peace”.

3. Problem-solving/Solution Dialogue:

Speaker:  Matthew Miller, City Planning and GIS Analyst

Matthew showed everyone the existing website and some of the maps available to the public.  He stated that in two weeks the public would be able to look at different layers of GIS data on the website.  He said that the city would work with our association or other groups to provide a customized map.  They can give the map to any group in .pdf format.

Matthew showed us 3 stock maps that the city provides:  a city limits, etj map, a development activity and arterial map for streets, a zoning map for the entire city limits.  The city does not charge for the first map that an individual or group obtains due to a partnership with PCDC.  If you want more than one map, the city can provide a digital map that you can send out or print copies of.  

Charles Simon, Assistant City Manager

Talked briefly about the new plan for the downtown area by the Williams Company.  There were a few questions but not any real input.  He said that he would be glad to come and talk to any neighborhoods.

Pamphlets handed out on PFCONA and how to get involved.  

National Night Out is coming up in August.  Rod said that the best way to get a neighborhood association started is to get block captains set up and build from that foundation.  

Melynda from the Ridge at Steed’s Crossing asked about how to encourage neighbors to come out to the association meetings.  Sally suggested that she use signs in the neighborhood and getting speakers to come out to the meetings.  They have a standing topic at their NA meetings about safety and they read the crime reports for the area.  

Rod also asked that people take a Pflugerville VOTES! sign with them to place in their neighborhoods.  He also asked everyone to watch Channel 10 for the candidates forums.  Sally asked if we could have all the elections together for city, county, and school elections.  Chief Buesing said that it will probably happen in the future because electronic voting will have to be provided and the city may not want to invest that much money separately from the school district and the county.

Rod brought up the Deutschen Pfest parade and that PFCONA was going to have an entry in the parade.

Study Circles training would be conducted for forums to discuss issues and to facilitate input from all the different groups in Pflugerville.  Texas Forums in Austin uses a similar process or method and Rod is looking to see if PFCONA could send some persons to this training.  

PFCONA will be publishing some dates on the Heritage House Museum calendar and those dates will be provided to them by sometime in June.  Neighborhoods could also post dates for their functions on this calendar and Rod wants to post contact information on the calendar for groups or associations.

Community Concerns:  

Chief of Police

CERT is going to churches to talk to them about the training.  They teach first aid and how to access injuries, as well as how to help the community in the event of a disaster.  He said it is excellent training for any organization.

Call Randy Glasgow to sign up for this training or for your group.  They aim to train at least 175 persons in the next few months.
